Almost everything within the living room setting is constructed using plants - from armchairs to wallpaper, grandfather clocks to rugs, demonstrating just how important plants are to our everyday lives.”
After another cold winter the innate optimism of gardeners and garden lovers is beginning to stir, and no more so than in Cornwall where the relatively mild climate brings plants into colourful bloom earlier than in the rest of the UK. There is good reason to expect a spectacular display in the competitive classes, as well as quality nurseries and horticultural retailers from Cornwall and elsewhere, so there will be something for everyone to enjoy with trade stands and the local food marquee.
Admission to the show includes access to the private gardens of Boconnoc House and visitors can also opt to take a tour around the house.  Owner Anthony Fortescue looks forward to a busy weekend: “2011 is going to be a challenging year but in tough economic times the interest in gardens tends to be greater than normal. Visitors will be delighted by the sheer quality of the exhibits and trade stands and a visit to the House will be a great bonus this year with the Painted Staircase now beautifully restored.”
