£400,000 Pot of Funding Available to Cornish Seaside Towns

Twelve Cornish seaside towns have the opportunity to bid into a funding pot worth £400,000 to support jobs, business and regeneration.

Central government and Cornwall Council are both contributing £200,000 in recognition that seaside towns have particular economic challenges and issues of deprivation. Selected seaside towns in Cornwall are now being invited to develop initiatives which will improve the visitor and local community experience and to submit proposals to Cornwall Council for appraisal by a decision panel comprising of tourism, economy and community leaders.

Simon Tregonning, Chair of the VisitCornwall Partnership and member of the funding decision panel, comments “Cornwall’s association with the coast and its seaside towns forms the foundation of our tourism product.  I am delighted that the seaside towns have this opportunity to bid for funding to capitalise on the growing trend for people to holiday closer to home and strengthen their appeal for year round pleasure, as well as great places to live and work”. 

Eligible towns all have a population size of over 3000 people and vary in their needs concerning employment, business and deprivation, the 12 qualifying towns are Bude, Falmouth/Penryn, Hayle, Looe, Newquay, Padstow, Par, Penzance, Perranporth, Porthleven, St Agnes and St Ives.

From the decision panel, Cabinet Member for Economy and Regeneration Carolyn Rule explains “To secure funding the proposals devised by the towns have to combine civic pride improvements with employment and training activities, they must also reflect the towns wider vision and offer value for money with support from private and public sector partners. There must also be a clearly identified need and quantifiable goals.”

With the support of the Cornwall Council localism team, Cornwall Development Company and VisitCornwall, the twelve seaside towns have until the end of July to submit outline bids for appraisal by the decision panel. These will undergo shortlisting to the full submission stage with the final funding decision in October for delivery in 2012 under the management of the Cornwall Development Company.
