East Cornwall Local Action Group offers grants to local organisations 
At the recent meeting of the East Cornwall Local Action Group nearly£60,000 worth of grants were approved to be offered to three local organisations. 
The largest offer to be made was to the Management Committee of the Crackington Institute in the north Cornish parish of St Gennys at £54,460. The project will provide a new front entrance and access ramps, new kitchen, disabled toilet and storage area, and new meeting room. The improved layout and new room will allow greater flexibility for users, and enable an increased variety of activities to take place. 
Smaller offers have been made to two local businesses based on Bess Park Road in Wadebridge, to develop and expand their services. The Hands On Cornish Coffee Company is being offered £1,866 towards equipment and marketing and publicity costs. This newly established business start-up is offering speciality freshly roasted coffee in small quantities, with the strapline ‘low carbon micro-roasts from the Cornish Atlantic coast’. 

Also being offered a grant is the Sculpture Workshop to build a mezzanine to create a storage area. The £2,121 offer will allow better and bigger workshop sessions to be hosted as better use is made of the onsite space. 

The East Cornwall Local Action Group comprises of volunteers from the public, private and voluntary sector. It is part of the Local Action for Rural Communities, a European Rural Development Programme for England (RDPE) and Defra Programme, with Cornwall Development Company acting as the Accountable Body. £1.8m has been awarded to the Group to invest in projects that improve the quality of life and bring economic benefit to the area. 
A joint celebratory event with Sita Cornwall Trust is being held in Wadebridge on 18 November at the Royal Cornwall showground where the various projects supported and future funding opportunities will be showcased.
